Our captain caused a gentleman to discharge his [gun] soldier-like before [the Virginia Indian 

chief], at which noise he started, stopped his ears, and expressed much fear, so likewise all [of 

the Virginia Indians around] him. Some of his people being in our boat leapt overboard at the 

wonder [of this]. . . . [After telling him] that we never use this thunder but against our enemies, yea, and that we would assist him with these [guns] to terrify and kill his [enemies], he rejoiced the more; and we found that it bred better affection in him towards us. “The state of the Colony, by these accidents began to find a sensible declyning: which Powhatan (as a greedy Vulture) obseruing, and boyling with desire of revenge, he inuited Captaine Ratclife, and about thirty others to trade for Corne, and under the colour of fairest friendship, he brought them within the compasse of his ambush, whereby they were cruelly murdered, and massacred…After this, Powhatan (Virginia Indian) in the night cut off some of our boats, he draue away all the Deere into the farther part of the Countrie, he and his people destroyed our Hogs, (to the number of about sixe hundred) he sent none of his Indians to trade with us, but laied secret ambushes (attacks) in the woods, that if one or two dropped out of the fort alone, they were endangered.”

“Our men were destroyed with cruel diseases . . . but for the most part they died of mere famine. . . Thus we lived for the space of five months in this miserable distress. . . . It pleased God after a while to send [the Virginia Indians] which were our mortal enemies to relieve us with . . . bread, corn, fish, and flesh in great plenty, which was the setting up of our [weak and starving] men; otherwise we had all perished. Also, we were frequented by [many] kings in the country bringing us [supplies] to our great comfort.”
